COMMITTEE MEMBER REPORTS.

Renee Chapman reported on the following items:

1. Attended the Central Sierra Group meeting.

2. Met with CSRC&D Administrative Committee regarding the old Amador Court House.  The Carbondale property will be on their March Agenda. 

3. Amador Community College will be providing classes locally for Child Care Providers.
4. Attended the Amador County Chamber of Commerce ADA town hall meeting held February 18.

5. Ride-share program – schedule/signup on foothillrideshare.com.

6. CDBG Roundtable workshop in Sacramento – micro enterprise program.

Lynda Burman reported on the following items:

1. The Pine Grove Civic Improvement is updating the Pine Grove Town hall.

2. The Pine Grove Library is currently closed and will be completed by April 15.

3. The project stakeholders’ meeting is the 4th Wednesday of each month.

Rebecca Brown reported on the following items:

1. Attended the Amador County Historic Society fundraising dinner held February 26.
2. The Public Health Department and Officer’s contract is before the Board of Supervisors.

Tim Murphy reported on the following items:

1. Sutter Creek is working on updating the sewer and ARSA plan.

2. This group needs to set up group meeting with other cities & AWA regarding regional wastewater. 

3. Amador Water Agency is looking at the recycle water issues.

Chairman Sweet reported the Jackson City Council at their July 12, 2010 meeting received a Wastewater Options Report from ECO:LOGIC outlining the best apparent options for complying with the water quality and effluent discharge requirements contained within the City’s National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit. At the February 14 meeting the RWQCB’s letter to the City Council stated although the City is considering long-term compliance through a “regionalization strategy”, it must concurrently proceed to comply with its December 2013 compliance date established by the Central Valley Water Board.  Therefor the City of Jackson can only participate in discussions only.

AGENDA.

1. Election of Officers (Vice-Chairman).

Chairman Sweet noted that Clerk Cangelosi had noted in the February 23 Minutes that Mr. Murphy had made a motion to keep the same officers – Ted Novelli was appointed Vice-Chairman at the March 24, 2010 meeting and in July 2010 Amador County notified the committee they would discontinue participation in the Amador Regional Planning Committee.  The committee has not appointed a new Vice-Chairman to replace Mr. Novelli.   This item to appoint a new Vice-Chairman was placed on tonight’s agenda for consideration.
Mr. Murphy felt it would be better to appoint another member as Vice-Chairman.  

After considerable discussion the following motion was made:

Moved by Mr. Murphy, seconded by Mr. Brusatori and carried by a 5 to 1 vote  (Chairman Sweet dissented) to appoint Renee Chapman as Vice-Chairman. 

Ms. Chapman noted for the record in her absent Brian Jobson was her alternate.

2. Continued Discussion - Follow up presentation by Ed McMahon – Your Town Workshop.
Chairman Sweet reported the committee met on February 16 and each member was assigned a group of individuals that they were responsible for contacting regarding sponsor ship and providing information on the upcoming presentation.  Ms. Brown requested a copy the list of contact responsibilities.

The committee was provided a copy of the brochure for the March 29, 2011 “Building a Prosperous Future On Amador’s Unique Character: Coordinating Tourism, Growth, and Economic Development for finally review.  There were some errors noted and Ms. Chapman stated she would revise the brochure for final print. 

Chairman Sweet stated he would be making the reservation for Mr. McMahon at Holiday Express.

Ms. Chapman stated Supervisor Forrester suggest TSPN videotape the presentation.  Chairman Sweet stated the cost for TSPN to tape the presentation was $500 and that he would be making a presentation on TSPN to promote the event. 

Ms. Chapman felt someone from the committee should promote the event at the Board of Supervisor meeting under public comment to just to keep the word out there.  Ms. Brown suggested the same thing be done at each of the City Council meetings.

Chairman Sweet agreed and suggests Ms. Chapman promote the event at the Board of Supervisors meeting being held February 22 and felt one presentation was enough.

3. Continued Discussion - Plan of action for the Highway 49 Project.  
Mr. Murphy suggested this item be tabled until after the workshop.  Mr. Brusatori asked for a brief description of the Highway 49 Project.

Chairman Sweet stated at the September 22 meeting one of the 2010 Goals and Objectives discussed by this committee was the follow up on the Highway 49 Project as developed at the Your Town Workshop.  The next step would be to put together a plan on how to proceed with the Highway 49 Project and agreed that the Regional Planning Committee would facilitate this forum.  At the October 27 meeting a subcommittee was formed with representatives from the participating cities and representatives from the County.  The committee was supposed to meet 1 or 2 times to compare and contrast their entities’ general plans as they relate to viewshed protection along the Highway 49 corridor, as well as how effective their agency has been in implementing that protection.

It was the consensus of the committee to table this item until after the workshop.
